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World Security

The conflict in Palestine is now into its sixth month as Israel continues its attack
on Hamas in Gaza. Not all Israeli hostages have yet been rescued or found and
over 30,000 Palestinian dead have been estimated so far. There has been an
alarming spread of anti-semitism over the period of the conflict that is making
Jews targets worldwide.

To date, about 40 ships have been attacked by Houthi forces in Yemen, closing the
Red Sea to traffic since November. During March, one attack struck the Barbados-
flagged bulk carrier M/V True Confidence. 3 crew were killed and 4 injured. The
ship was abandoned. There were at least 3 attacks on commercial vessels during
the month and many on naval vessels in the area.

The Russian invasion of Ukraine continues, with Russia making some gains in
territory.

It has been a very bad month for Islamic terrorism:

• In Zurich, Switzerland, a 15 year old Muslim attempted to stab an orthodox
Jew.

• In Mogadishu, Somalia, an al-Shabaab suicide bomber drove a car bomb into
the front of the SYL Hotel, which was then attacked by militants. 14 people died
and 27 were injured.

• In Kandahar, Afghanistan, an Islamic State suicide bomber exploded an IED at
a bank where Taliban members were drawing their salaries. 22 people died and
50 were injured.

• In Tillabéri Region, Nigeria, Islamic State militants ambushed an army convoy.
53 people died and 17 were injured.

• In Krasnogorsk, Moscow, Islamic State - Khorasan Province militants attacked
a concert in the Crocus City Hall, killing over 144 and injuring over 551 people.

• Terrorists attacked a bus carrying Chinese workers to the Dasu Dam in Khyber
Province, Pakistan, killing 7 people.



Nepal News

Speaking in the House of Representatives, the immediate-past finance minister, Prakash
Sharan Mahat, expressed serious reservations over Nepal’s preparations to potentially sign
the implementation plan of the Belt and Road Initiative (BRI) with China.

Although the government is yet to officially decide to sign the plan, which outlines the
funding modality and project clusters, there are strong indications that it will be a focal point
of discussion during Deputy Prime Minister and Minister for Foreign Affairs Narayan Kaji
Shreshta’s visit to China starting Sunday. The government has reportedly not held any
consultations on the BRI implementation plan among major parties.

At the invitation of his Chinese counterpart, Wang Yi, Shrestha is leaving for Beijing on
Sunday, Suresh Kaji Shrestha, a member of the Shrestha’s private secretariat told the Post. “It
is a goodwill visit,” he added.

Shrestha is scheduled to meet some leaders of the Chinese Communist Party during the visit,
which will be his first foreign trip after the reorganisation of the Pushpa Kamal Dahal-led
Cabinet

Shrestha is scheduled to meet Wang in Beijing and will also visit three other Chinese cities. 
He will not attend the Boao Forum for Asia, said Shrestha.

With their khukuri and the iconic battle cry, “Aayo Gurkhali!”, the Gurkhas have placed 
indelible marks on world history.

Notably, during World War I, Gurkhas
displayed exceptional courage, exemplified by one battalion’s valiant stand at the Battle
of Loos.

In the Gallipoli Campaign, Gurkhas were among the first to arrive and the last to depart.
During World War II, over 250,000 Gurkhas, organised into 40 battalions, played vital
roles in significant battles across Burma, North Africa, the Middle East, and Italy.
Despite suffering 32,000 casualties, they earned over 2,000 bravery awards, highlighting
their unwavering courage and dedication.

20 major companies to open or expand in Hong 
Kong this week, finance chief Paul Chan says

About 20 additional major companies will set up shop in Hong Kong or expand their operations
as the city battles to find its feet after seismic shifts in the global economic landscape, a top
official has revealed.

Financial Secretary Paul Chan Mo-po said in his regular Sunday blog that 20 companies would
arrive or boost their presence this week, hot on the heels of similar moves by 30 enterprises last
October.

The group of about 50 companies will invest more than HK$40 billion (US$5.1 billion) in the
city and create more than 13,000 jobs, mostly in scientific research and management positions.

“These key companies will help attract upstream, midstream and downstream companies in
related sectors to cluster in Hong Kong, promoting the vibrant development of the entire
innovation and technology ecosystem,” Chan said.

The news came as Chan promised Hong Kong would continue to develop as an international
innovation and technology centre, on top of being a multinational supply chain management
giant and trade finance hub.

British Airways aims to re-establish its presence in Asian markets such as Hong Kong,
mainland China and Japan in the coming years with new aircraft and enhanced services as
part of the carrier’s £7 billion (HK$69.5 billion) transformation plan, the largest in its
history.

The airline also revealed on Monday night at an event in London that direct flights between
the UK’s capital and two key Asian destinations, Bangkok and Kuala Lumpur, would be
respectively reinstated in October and November.

As of last December, British Airways was operating at 90.1 per cent of its 2019 capacity,
partly as a result of the carrier’s decision to retire its jumbo jet fleet of Boeing 747-400s
during the Covid-19 pandemic.

Sean Doyle, the company’s CEO and chairman, said the carrier planned to use the mega-
investment push to bring in new aircraft, boost capacity and up its game as a premium
carrier.

“I’m gonna take a lot of long-haul planes over the next three years. It gives us the ability to
look at expansion into China and other markets in the Far East,” he told the Post on the
sidelines of the event showcasing the new British Airways initiatives.

“Asia is very important to us, and we’ll be looking to rebuild, back to and beyond what we
used to have.”
